We are continuing our topic all about ourselves. We will be talking about our families this
week, and special people in our lives. We will talk about who lives in our home with us,
including any pets. We will also talk about our wider families - grandparents, uncles and
aunts and cousins efc.

We will be talking
about babies and growing up next week and would like to share photos of the children as
babies. All photos can be returned.

Maths We will continue to be develop 1:1 correspondence - practising careful counting. This
means moving or touching each object as we say the numbers. The children will explore how
numbers can be composed of 1s and, from this, begin to investigate the composition of 3 and
4. Composing and de-composing numbers involves children investigating part-whole relations,
e.g. seeing that 3 can be composed of 1 and 2. The children will learn from practical
experience that a ‘whole’ is made up of smaller parts and is, therefore, bigger than its parts.

We will recap on last week's sounds s a + p i n m d

Please support your child to learn these sounds. We are sending home a sheet with all the
sounds and rhymes. Please practise writing the letters using the rhymes on the alphabet
sheet, and say the rhyme as you write.
